I can however provide you with a guestimate including what the extra-curricular clubs are projected to take in and that is £917.12.  £470 of that however belongs in the new extra-curricular club account, which can be accessed and used for other things such as footballs for the club, but I would suggest that a to be agreed cap amount be kept in the account to always ensure that we have money available to pay for hall fee’s.
